2015-2016 AVID Class Content and Objectives:  The AVID (Advancement Via Individual Determination) program is a college prep elective class to ensure students are college and career ready.  Through weekly Peer Study Groups (PSG's), the AVID curriculum will enhance students reading, writing, speaking, and collaborative skills.  

Tutorials/Peer Study Groups (PSG's) are held weekly to support students in their core academic areas; for example, science, math, health, and language arts.  Students are responsible for generating questions from coursework in core classes.  Students will learn note-taking, inquiry, and organizational skills, as well as collaborative skills necessary to communicate effectively and academically with peers and teachers.  Differentiated learning will be observed in the classroom by structuring the learning environment by addressing student’s individual
 learning styles, interests, and abilities. Students will be permitted to work and excel at individual paces.  Assignments may be modified to address student’s individual needs.  
Class Policies and Grading:  Students will be evaluated on mastery of AVID standards; such as, organization, note-taking, questions, and curriculum skills, utilizing a rubric.  

Absences and Late work:  If a student is absent, it is the students responsibility to recover missed work.  The student may contact the teacher during the absence or when returning the day back to school.  Being resourceful about missed work can take place in a variety of forms; students can get in touch with the teacher by e-mail, request assignments through the office, ask a classmate, or make an appointment with the teacher before or after-school.  For each segment of absences, students have one week to submit work.  I understand students have six classes to make-up.  Late assignments will not be accepted beyond the cut-off date.  

Extended Time: Extra time may be given on course-work for extenuating circumstances.  A new due date will be set.
Homework: Students are expected to keep track of homework when applicable outside of AVID.  It is a common part of AVID to have homework.
